It says MP1 at the top, what does MP1 stand for?


MP is an acronym for machine problem, and the 1 is after MP because it is our first major programming assignment.

What do we have to do for MP1?


Our assignment is to use most everything that we have learned in examples 1 thru 5 and our handouts to build an electronic flash card program.  

I am looking for at least 5 separate multiple choice questions that can be answered by clicking on the answer and/or pressing the correct key.  An applet should only display one question at a time.  You may use separate applets on a single html page with a unique question in each applet's window, or a single applet that switches to the next question after each one is answered.    

How will this be graded?

        
MP1 will be graded on a curve.  25% of the class will receive an A, 50% will receive a B, 20% will receive a C, and 5% will receive either a D or an F.  Students will score higher on the curve based on perceived effort, understanding, functionality, uniqueness, bells and whistles (i.e. sounds played for correct and wrong answers), quality of questions, and a visually appealing user interface.

What topic should the multiple choice questions be on?

          Anything you want, but they may be most useful for others if they are all on the same subject. (i.e. Computers, geometry, physics, etc.)

Can I receive help from others?

 
As with all of my assignments that I don't specify as group work, I would prefer all of your work to be your own.  You may ask and give limited advise to one another, but please be reminded that unique answers will score higher on the curved grading scale.  If two people turn in the exact or very similar programs derived from a common source they may find themselves tied at the bottom of the 5% area of the curve.  

When is this due?
